Papers: Contributions on theoretical as well as practical aspects of lexicography are welcome – including papers considering online lexicographical and encyclopedic sources. Length of papers: 30 minutes, including time for discussion.

Conference languages: English and German.

Program: To allow for optimum benefit for all participants, the symposium will include only two parallel sections. This means that the number of papers will be limited, and abstracts will be screened for academic stringency and topicality. Abstracts of maximum 150 words should be sent to the symposium secretary, Ms. Heidi Sauer: heisa@hum.ku.dk no later than December 31, 2005.

According to tradition, the Otto Jespersen Memorial Lecture will be given on the first day of the symposium, Thursday May 3, 2007.

Please let us remind you that the organizers do not provide a booking service, so you are kindly requested to contact hotels directly. We also regret that we are not able to reimburse you for any costs for travel and accommodation. We therefore recom​mend that you apply to your home institutions for funds to cover your expenses.

The conference fee of DKK 1000 (€ 135) will cover three lunches, the Nyhavn banquet and a book of abstracts. The second circular, with further details, will be sent out in the spring of 2006 to those who have registered by December 31, 2005.
